Questions to Ask During the Interview




Prospects of the Career
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How does a person go about finding a job in this area?

What are current employment prospects in this city? Elsewhere?

What future trends do you see?

How will these changes affect the plans and training for people interested in this career?
What difficulties do you think a person entering this field now can expect to encounter?

Personal Aspects of the Career
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What satisfaction do you find in your work? What are the rewards, both tangible and intangible?

What are some of the dissatisfactions you find in the work? What are some of the stresses and frustrations? Did
your training prepare you for these?

What are some of your joys and challenges about the setting you work in, its structure, its facilities, the people
you work with?

Does your career permit you to lead the kind of life you would like to live? How does your career affect your
style of life --- the amount of work required, the amount of time required, your time for leisure, your material

needs?
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Information about Your Career
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Are there recent publications, either reprints or references, characteristic of your work?
Can you suggest others who might be willing to talk with students about their career?
